Support Easter Seals Lance and Ellen Shaner Child Development Center through the PA EITC program.  By using the EITC you can help the children of Easter Seals.

Easter Seals Central Pennsylvania has been approved to participate in the state tax credit program established by the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED) as a pre-kindergarten scholarship organization.  The Pre-kindergarten initiative provides companies with a tax credit equal to 100% of the first $10,000 contributed to a pre-k scholarship organization during the taxable year and may receive tax credit equal to 90% of any additional amount contributed during the year up to a maximum of $150,000 per year.

The Educational Improvement Tax Credit (EITC) program allows businesses and corporations in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to support educational institutions with contributions, while experiencing a state tax benefit when doing so.

Pennsylvania businesses that pay any of the following taxes are eligible to participate in the EITC program.

· Corporate net income tax

· Capital stock franchise tax

· Bank and Trust company shares tax
· Title insurance company shares tax

· Insurance premiums tax

· Mutual thrift institutions

· Personal Income tax of S. Corp shareholders and partnership partners in a general or limited partnership.
This tax credit will allow businesses to redirect funds that would normally be paid to the state in PA Business taxes to qualified pre-k scholarship organizations like Easter Seals Central Pennsylvania.  Funds received under this program provide direct support to Easter Seals Central Pennsylvania’s need based tuition assistance program.
The EITC program is administered by the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development on a first come first served basis.  Applications are accepted beginning July 1, 2009.  It is important to apply in a timely manner as tax credits are often quickly depleted.  Please consider making it possible, for more children who qualify, to attend the Easter Seals Lance and Ellen Shaner Child Development Center.
EITC Application Process 
1. Review the EITC program guidelines to determine the maximum amount of EITC dollars for which you can apply.  Guidelines are available at www.newpa.com/eitc or call Carrie Ryan at Easter Seals at 814-689-1911.

2. Complete the one page application found at www.newpa.com/eitc or by calling Dept. of Community and Economic Development tax credit division at 717-787-7120.  The application is a simple one page application.
3. Submit the application in one of four ways:

· Fax application to tax credit division  at 717-772-3581 (fax arrival only on or after 12:01 a.m. on 7-1-2009)

· Overnight delivery service to – Tax Credit Division, DCED, The Educational and Improvement Tax Credit Program, 400 North Street, 4th Floor, Commonwealth Keystone Building, Harrisburg, PA 17120-0225. (on or after 7-1-2009)
· By hand delivery to the address above. (on or after 7-1-2009)

4. Approval and donation – if approved, you will receive written communication from DCED (often within 2-3 months).  After receiving your approval letter you have 60 days to make your contribution to Easter Seals Child Development Center. Within 90 days of receiving your approval letter you must submit proof that your contribution was made.  Easter Seals Central Pennsylvania will provide you with a letter confirming your contribution within one week of receipt.  Once the DCED receives proof of the contribution it will notify the Department of revenue to apply the credit against the appropriate taxes as set forth in the businesses application.
